Separation of hatching eggs and other poultry eggs from commercial
hen eggs.

VARIABLES INFLUENCING GROWTH PROSPECTS OF EGG

@ The degree of urbanization

Results in growth of the per capita national income and an increased buying
power

Less self subsistence production with increased urban populations
© Development of the gross national income
Consumption of animal products is closely associated with income
Higher income leads to higher egg consumption
May also switch to meat
@ The fraction of income available to buy food
© Positive and negative health aspects of eggs
Younger populations: protein quality
Older populations: concerns about cholesterol
